The Hunger Free Scheme for the academic year 2025–2026 at KKTM Government College was 

implemented with the objective of ensuring that financially disadvantaged students receive 

adequate support for their daily nutritional needs, thereby promoting their academic well-being 

and overall development. 

Implementation Timeline 

• 13 October 2025: 

As per the notification received from the Department of Collegiate Education, a notice 

was issued to all first-year students of the college inviting applications for the Hunger 

Free Scheme.  

• 16 October 2025: 

The Canteen Committee, along with the Hunger Free Scheme Committee members and 

the Scheme Coordinator, evaluated the applications submitted by students. The selection 

process was carried out following the guidelines provided by the college office. A total of 

27 students were shortlisted for the scheme.  

• 31 October 2025: 

The final list of selected students was officially published by the college.  

• 03 November 2025: 

A meeting was organized for the selected students to brief them about the functioning, 

rules, and benefits of the scheme.  

Functioning of the Scheme 

The Hunger Free Scheme at KKTM Government College is functioning in an organized and 

systematic manner: 



• Daily Monitoring: 

Attendance and meal requirements are tracked through daily Google Forms issued to the 

beneficiaries. This ensures accurate record-keeping and proper utilization of resources.  

• Communication System: 

Separate WhatsApp groups have been created for students enrolled in the scheme. 

These groups facilitate timely communication regarding meal distribution, updates, and 

instructions.  

• Committee Supervision: 

The scheme is closely monitored by the Canteen Committee and the Hunger Free Scheme 

Committee, ensuring transparency and efficiency in implementation.  

• Student Support: 

The initiative ensures that selected students receive regular meals, helping them focus 

better on their academic activities without concerns about food insecurity.  

The Hunger Free Scheme at KKTM Government College has been successfully implemented for 

the academic year 2025–2026. Through proper planning, transparent selection procedures, and 

effective monitoring mechanisms such as Google Forms and WhatsApp communication, the 

scheme has significantly contributed to supporting students in need.
